Chromebooks | All students will be able to keep their chromebooks through the summer to remain connected to the

communication provided by the district and for access to summer or continued digital
instruction/learning. At this time the Kajeet wireless devices will also be kept with families, however,
data may be limited based on summer school enroliment.

Families who do not plan to return to SDNL or who would not like the chromebook device over the
summer months can drop it off to the district office along with the charging cord.

Registration

All registration activities will take place digitally only; we will not be hosting registration in person.
